Building a stronger infrastructure for a safer Colorado

In light of the tragedy that occurred in Minneapolis, Minnesota in August 2007, as a major thoroughfare bridge collapsed, killing 13 and injuring over 140, states across the country are turning their attention to their own transportation infrastructures and potentially dangerous structures.

Here in Colorado, for the first time in twenty years, state legislatures, the Governor and the Colorado Contractor’s Association (CCA) are working to ensure the structurally deficient bridges and roadways are getting the attention, maintenance and repairs needed to provide safe commutes for Colorado citizens. David Foster, a partner at Foster Graham Milstein and Calisher, LLP, alongside friend and esteemed colleague Tony Milo, Executive Director of CCA, is working to capture the attention of Colorado policy makers and hoping to resolve these transportation dangers.
